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Next week, we as Christians celebrate the cornerstone of our faith.  As the apostle Paul says in 1 Corinthians 15:14, 

“if Christ has not been raised, then our faith is in vain.”  What this means is that the resurrection does matter.  We 

can’t simply resort to saying that Christianity is about doing good for others or living a morally pure life.  If Christ has 

not been raised, then He is just like us, another man to succumb to the curse of death.   Paul continues, “if Christ has 

not been raised, you are still in your sins” (1 Cor. 15:17),  but that is not our story.  Because of the resurrection we can 

say along with Paul, “death is swallowed up in victory,” and we can be thankful to God “who gives us the victory 

through our Lord Jesus Christ” (1 Cor. 15:55, 57).   

 

So then as we remember this great victory through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, we must also look back at the  

significance of His death.  In fact, we could say that His death and His resurrection go hand in hand.  His death pays 

the penalty of sin, whereas His resurrection shows that He was victorious in this task.  As a church this year, we will 

remember both events, the death and the resurrection, as we celebrate what God has done for us in Christ. 

 

First we will have a solemn gathering on Thursday evening, March 24th.  This day is called Maundy Thursday and it 

has been remembered by the universal church since its early days.  Maundy literally means “commandment” which 

specifically comes from what Jesus said in John 13:34, “A new commandment I give to you, that you love one  

another, even as I have loved you, that you also love one another.”  It is then on this Thursday evening, the night  

before the crucifixion, that we remember this call to unity through loving one another with the shadow of Christ’s 

death in the background.  We will specifically do this through singing, a short message, and through taking the Lord’s 

Supper together. 

 

As Christians, we remember the death of our Savior, but we should never leave our hope there.  Our hope is ultimately 

set in the fact that He rose from the dead and therefore gives us new life now and eternal life forever.  As a church we 

will do as we do every year and celebrate this truth on Easter Sunday.  We will have one service at 11:00 AM to  

display our unified celebration of this event.  But before we come together for one service, we are going to do  

something a little bit different.  This year, we will have a church wide breakfast to aid in our celebration.  If you  

consider any event that is worth celebrating, you will notice that we usually celebrate it over a meal with others.  

Thanksgiving, Christmas, birthdays, other major holidays, all have meals that come with them.  Food is something 

significant in our lives and coming together for a meal is a way we can display our unity in the faith as we celebrate 

the significance of what is before us.  We will have a full spread of different types of breakfast foods this morning, as 

well as a time for children to hear and participate in the story of the resurrection.     

 

I hope that you will join us throughout next week as we remember Jesus Christ.  In addition to this, I hope that you 

will invite someone to come with you as we come together to celebrate our risen Savior.  We have a great opportunity 

before us, let us use it fully to the glory of God.
