In just a few weeks, we as Christians celebrate the cornerstone of our faith.  As the apostle Paul says in  

1 Corinthians 15:14, ñif Christ has not been raised, then our faith is in vain.ò  That means that every worship 

service we gather for, every event we organize or attend, every outreach and every function of our church  

depends upon Christôs resurrection.  We canôt simply resort to saying that Christianity is about doing good for 

others or living a morally pure life.  If Christ has not been raised, then he is just like us, another man to  

succumb to the curse of death.   As Paul continues, ñif Christ has not been raised, you are still in your sinsò  

(1 Cor. 15:17).  But that is not our story.  Because of the resurrection, we can say along with Paul, ñdeath is 

swallowed up in victory,ò and we can be thankful to God ñwho gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus 

Christò (1 Cor. 15:55, 57).  In light of this good news, during the week of Easter we have four events. 
 

First, we will have a service on Thursday evening, April 13th at 7:00pm.  This day is called Maundy Thursday 

and it has been remembered by the universal church since its early days.  Maundy literally means 

ñcommandmentò which specifically comes from what Jesus said in John 13:34, ñA new commandment I give 

to you, that you love one another, even as I have loved you, that you also love one another.ò  It is on this 

Thursday evening, the night before the crucifixion, that we remember this call to unity through loving one  

another with the shadow of Christôs death in the background.  We will specifically remember this time through 

singing, a short message and through taking the Lordôs Supper together. 
 

Second, on Saturday, April 15th at 2:00pm we will host our annual community Easter Egg Hunt.  Though this 

does not follow in line with any sort of tradition throughout church history, it does provide us as a church with 

an opportunity to connect with our community during this Easter season.  On this day we will hide over 3,000 

eggs in our north field, to be found by children from toddlers up through 6th grade.  We will begin in our  

sanctuary for just a brief moment of introduction and instruction before participating in this fun experience.  
 

Third, on Easter Sunday, April 16th at 9:15am we will host an Easter Brunch in the Faith Center.  As we gather 

around a table filled with family, friends and even perhaps a few people we donôt know, we consider the  

reason for which we are gathering.  We are eating together in celebration of what the Lord has done through 

raising Jesus Christ up from the dead.  This meal will be a full spread of different types of breakfast foods, but 

we need you to commit to help.  This breakfast will be potluck style, so sign up this week to bring something 

for this occasion.   
 

Lastly, on Easter Sunday at 10:30am we will have our service celebrating the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  

This year we will celebrate through observing a baptism, hearing special music from our worship team,  

singing together and hearing from the word of God.  Our message this year will come from Ephesians 5:1-2. 

Here Paul writes, ñTherefore be imitators of God, as beloved children.  And walk in love, as Christ loved us 

and gave himself up for us, a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God.ò   
 

I hope that you will join us during this joyous time.  In addition, I hope that you will invite someone to come 

with you as we come together to celebrate our Risen Savior.  We have a great opportunity before us, let us use 

it fully to the glory of God.
