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A Word From Our Pastor

Over the last few weeks we looked at a series that has been somewhat topical in nature. What was titled our
“Together for” series allowed us an opportunity to study a topic that was essential to something we were doing
here as a church. However, even though we took 5 weeks to examine a topic from the scripture, our normal
pattern as a church is to spend our Sunday mornings, not on different topics, but in a book of the Bible moving
sequentially forward either verse by verse or chapter by chapter.

Over the next several months we are going to take a journey through the book of Ephesians. Compared to
other books of the Bible it is not really that long (6 chapters), but it does contain some of the most significant
and deepest truths within the Scriptures. With that being the case, we are going to work our way slowly
through this book, taking time to hear what the Lord would communicate to us through His word, written by
the apostle Paul. So as we prepare to embark together through this this treasure of truth, I want to explain why
it is that we walk verse by verse through the Scriptures on Sunday morning, and then why we are going
through the book of Ephesians.

First, why verse by verse through a book? The cry now in our modern culture is that preaching is boring, it
does not meet the needs of the day, or that it is just simply wrong. But, we as God’s people must believe
contrary. We must believe that without the word of God, there is no spiritual life for us. Without the word of
God, there is no hope. Without God speaking to us through His word, we are left to exist like the dry and
dusty bones that covered the valley of Ezekiel’s vision from Ezekiel 37. The only way that we will come alive
is through God speaking to us. Therefore, our goal on Sunday mornings is to understand the Scriptures, to see
them in the context for which they were written, and then to apply them. And the way that God has ordained
for us to do this is through the preaching of His word.

What this means then is that we take a book of the Bible and we spend time examining the entire book, so that
we might understand the central theme of what God 1s communicating to us, with the opportunity to then
connect it to the whole of God’s word. Going verse be verse through a book allows us to do this. Plus, going
verse by verse through a book prevents us from skipping difficult passages. We are forced to think and to trust
the Lord as we must sometimes navigate through scriptures that make us feel uncomfortable. When the
regular habit of preaching is through whole books of the Bible, carefully considering every word in context
and in light of the larger whole, it expresses a desire to follow God’s own thoughts by tracing the flow of
Scripture. It then increases our trust in God and our confidence in His word.

Second, why the book of Ephesians? During the Spring we took some time to walk through the Old Testament
book of Joshua. Before Joshua, we went through the gospel of Mark. My desire then, if you are starting to
notice, is to work our way back and forth through different sections and different genres of the scriptures.

This, I believe sets us up to trust the Scriptures even more as we see that ALL of the word of God, whether
written during the time of ancient Israel or after the resurrection of Christ, is useful and applicable to our lives.
Plus, going back and forth between the Old and New Testaments allows us to connect the scriptures together
even more than it would if we simply stayed in the New Testament.

But why Ephesians? There are many reasons I chose for us to walk through Ephesians together. To begin
with, I really enjoy this book. Ephesians is so deep in doctrine at times, but also so deep in application in other
spots. There is a clear weaving of doctrine and how it is applied to our lives. In addition to this, Paul, the
writer of Ephesians does such a wonderful job at connecting all of life back to the glory of God. But one of
my main reasons for choosing the book of Ephesians is because Paul applies the truth of who Christ is and
what He has done for us so clearly back to our lives and to the local church. The idea of Christ’s death uniting
the church together and this truth then communicating to the outside world the wisdom and honor of God, is so
applicable for who we are as a church and for what we are seeking to accomplish together.

Therefore, as we plan to spend the next several months in this New Testament book, I would encourage you to
study it with me. Read the passage for Sunday morning beforehand, gather some thoughts over certain verses
before you hear them preached, read through previous passages so that you are ready to connect them to the
current passage that we might be on, and come prepared to hear from the Lord as His word is proclaimed.
