is the culmination of this letter, as it takes up the subject of spiritual warfare.

Now, when talking about spiritual warfare, Paul is not necessarily talking about demon possession or fanciful
things that we might see on TBN. Instead he is talking about something that is very real to each believer and is

present around us every single day. In 6:12 Pau

words, the fight that we have, as Christians, is a daily fight, against the spiritual forces of Satan that long for

our destruction. This truth prompts Paul to twice say in 6:10-1 3, put on or take up *“1

The type of destruction that the forces of evil are striving to bring about in the life of every believer is the

destruction of our heart and mind (1 Peter 5:8). Satan works to bring about patterns in our thinking to conform

more to the world than with God. He works to bring about heart desires that would be for sin instead of for
Christ’s kingdom. He will strive to bring about

us in this world is not the threat of war or violence or famine, but the real threat of an evil foe who is fighting

for our spiritual demise.

In regards to what Paul has already written in Ephesians about living the Christian life, Satan will instead
encourage us to lie, sin in our anger, steal, speak with corrupting words, become bitter, wrathful, slanderous,
unkind and unforgiving (4:25-32). In addition to this, Satan will work against us in our marriages (5:22-33),
in our parenting (6:1-4) and in our work relationships (6:5-9). Yes, it is true that we have every spiritual
blessing at our disposal (1:3). Yes, it is true that we have been chosen before the foundation of the world

(1:4), we have been adopted as God’'s sons and da
been forgiven (1:7), but that does not mean that Satan will not work against us, striving to lead us away from
Christ and to deny the faith, i1 f that were possi

So how are we supposed to be strong in the Lord? This is what Paul explains in Ephesians 6:14-20. We are
strong in the Lord when we fasten on the belt of truth, put on the breastplate of righteousness, have our feet
ready with the gospel of peace, take up the shield of faith, the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit.
In addition to this, we must also find ourselves praying at all times with prayer and supplication. This fight
against sin and Satan is not a passive, sit back and relax, give it to God type of endeavor. Instead it is an active
battle, where we must be aware of the temptations around us as we fight with the power of God at work in us.

In light of spiritual warfare, let us not cower down in fear of the enemy at work against us. Sure he is strong
and he is powerful, but he is no match for our God. Let us not give into his schemes either, where we allow
sin to overtake us and the circumstances of this world overshadow our hope within. Instead, prepare for battle
through putting on the full armor of God. Come and join us these next 3 weeks as we dive into what that looks
like in our lives.
