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A Word From Our Pastor

I am sure that it has been impossible to ignore that the Christmas season is upon us. Not that any of us would want to
ignore the birth of Jesus Christ, but through the television programs, Christmas music on the radio and the Christmas
decorations in all of the stores, we are reminded every year of what is approaching us. It seems as though this season
begins earlier every year with Halloween decorations being taken down the night of October 31* and Christmas deco-
rations going up on November 1*. Nevertheless it is good to anticipate Christmas and to celebrate what it represents.

As Christians, this should be one of the most memorable times of year for us. Not only because we enjoy seeing fam-
ily or receiving gifts, but because this season celebrates the fulfillment of the promises of God to send a savior into the
world to rescue us from our sins. As we look throughout the entire Old Testament beginning in Genesis 3:15 all the
way through the book of Malachi, we see the promise of a savior to come into the world. Now as we look back at the
fulfill ment of this promise in the New Testament,
the return of his Son.

So as we approach this season, we will spend the first three Sundays together in the book of Isaiah and conclude on
Christmas Eve in the gospel of Luke. Isaiah is often nicknamed the fifth gospel because of the good news of Christ
that is frequently presented. So as we look into Isaiah together, we will spend our first Sunday in Isaiah 2:1-5 consid-
ering the theme of Anticipation. Our second Sunday will be in Isaiah 8:21-9:7 with the theme of Hope. Our third
Sunday will be in Isaiah 11:1-10 with the theme of Peace. Then on Christmas Eve morning we will be in Luke 2:1-14
with the theme of Fulfillment.

In addition to anticipating the birth of our savior, we will also have a special Christmas program on Sunday evening
December 17", On this evening, we will have the choir from Blue Ridge Christian School performing for us. We will
also have our choir singing as well as some congregational singing. Then, we will go Christmas caroling on Wednes-
day, December 20™ at 6:00pm before coming back to the church for cookies and hot chocolate. We will also have our
annual candlelight Christmas Eve service on Sunday, December 24™ at 6:00 pm. I encourage you to see all of these
events as opportunities to invite others to join with us as we celebrate Jesus Christ.

Finally, there are two resources that I would like to commend to you for this Advent season. The first one you will
receive this Sunday. -ExXpedctsediléseuds AcComet iTHoa hoa
2 or 3 pages each. Every reading is written by someone different, ranging from authors such as John MacArthur and

R.C. Sproul to Joni Eareckson Tada and Alistair Begg. I encourage you to pick up a copy on Sunday and strive to

read through it this Christmas season. The second resource is for families with children. It is a plan for Advent read-
ings through AThe Jesus Story Book Bible. o The pl

I look forward to celebrating Advent with you this year as we remember the goodness of God in providing a way for
us to be reconciled to him through his son Jesus Christ. I hope and pray that through this time, we will see Jesus as
great and glorious through remembering his coming into the world. At the same time, I pray that this month will be a
time of longing for us as we are reminded of the promise of our savior to coming again, to receive us to himself for all
eternity.
